Criteria for Submitting IGBC I & E Proposals
· Please send your proposals directly to the I&E  Subcommittee Chair of the ecosystem in which they are being proposed.  Do not send them to Ellen.  The names and contact information of each I&E Chair is listed on the “Request for Proposal” memo.  

· The I&E Subcommittee Chairs will review and prioritize their respective proposals.  Once prioritized, they will submit proposals to Ellen Davis, IGBC, for final review by the selection committee.

·  Projects need to be information and education specific.  For instance, funding a person to do bear-related camper education is acceptable, funding a campground sanitation crew who does some bear education as a sideline or distributes materials as they clean a campground is not.

· Requests that fund products useable in multiple ecosystems are encouraged, for example, products/projects designed to be general enough for use in all recovery areas.

· Projects that include partners or leverage grant dollars with in-kind or matches from partners are also encouraged; applicants should consider that limited funding is available and larger requests that consume all or most of the funding may not be appropriate.

· Projects or proposals should not be agency specific nor work that the agency is required to do as part of their normal responsibilities (i.e. a Glacier National Park specific brochure about bears in the Park or NPS regulations on bears in the Park).

· All applications must be submitted on the standardized application form provided by the IGBC I & E subcommittee; supplemental information may accompany the official form.

· Funding recipients will send a brief report to Ellen Davis at edavis@fs.fed.us  by July 15 of the funding year describing how the funds are being used.  Unused funds will be reclaimed by IGBC and distributed to other I&E projects as needed.
